Auction to Benefit Art Studio’s Homeless Youth Employment Program
Sanctuary Art Center, an outreach center for homeless and at-risk youth, will hold its third annual “Art For Change” auction on April 26 at Trinity Episcopal Parish at 6 p.m.
The fundraiser is necessary to sustain the center’s art studio hours, music lessons and drama classes.  With additional funding, a prospective program for center attendees to produce, market and sell silk screen shirts could become a reality.  
"These youth are in great need of on-the-job training that teaches a variety of transferable workplace skills. The silk screening program is specifically designed to achieve that goal," said director Troy Carter.

Last year’s sold-out auction raised over $37,000 and featured high-ticket items such as a timeshare in London.  This year’s live and silent auction will include a dinner buffet, complimentary beverages and live entertainment.  Tickets are $35 per person or $250 for a table of eight.
